
How to get to Saji  

from Tottori Airport, Tottori Station & Mochigase Station 

You can get to Saji using public transportation such as buses, trains, and taxis. This page describes 

how to get to Saji from Tottori Airport, Tottori Station & Mochigase Station using public transportation. 

Tottori Sand Dunes Conan Airport ⇔ Tottori Station by Shuttle Bus 

Shuttle buses from Tottori Airport to Tottori station are scheduled in connection with domestic flights. 

It takes only 20 minutes to Tottori Station and the fare is 470 yen. * The bus schedule may vary 

depending on the arrival time of the flight.

Tottori Station ⇒ Tottori Sand Dunes Conan Airport  

Tottori Station Bus Terminal is located in the left direction from Tottori Station North Exit. 

The shuttle buses to Tottori Sand Dunes Conan Airport will depart from platform 2.

Bus tickets (470 yen) can be purchased 

at vending machines in front of the 

arrival gate, or you can also pay the bus 

fare when you get off the bus. *Cash 

only. The shuttle buses will depart from 

platform 1. 



Tottori Station ⇔ Mochigase Station ⇔ Saji by Local Bus 

You can get to Saji by local buses with transferring at Mochigase Station bus stop. It takes about 1 

hour to 1 hour and 15 minutes. Please take the bus from Platform 9 at Tottori Station Bus Terminal. 

The bus connection is pretty good according to the following Bus Schedule. Please transfer the bus 

bound for Tochiwara(栃原) or Yodo(余戸) at Mochigase Station bus stop. *Please board from the rear 

door and get off from the front door. Please pay the fare when you get off the bus. 

Tottori Station ⇔ Mochigase Station ⇔ Saji(Kamo Bus Stop)  

Tottori Station Bus Terminal 

Tottori Station Bus Terminal is located in the left direction from Tottori  

Station North Exit. The local buses bound to Saji will depart from platform 9. 

The fare is 630 yen to Mochigase and 200 yen from Mochigase to Saji.

Tottori Station ⇔ Mochigase Station by JR train 

You can get to Saji from Tottori station by JR train with transferring at Mochigase Station to a local 

bus. It takes about 30 mins to Mochigase station. Please refer to the <Train Schedule> and <Bus 

Schedule> for the bus connection. 

 

Tottori Station 

The fare is 420 yen to Mochigase Station. Please purchase a ticket at a vending machine at Tottori 

Station. *Mochigase Station is an unmanned station, so when you get on the train from Mochigase 

Station on the way back, please pay the fare (420 yen) in the car when getting off the train.

Mochigase Station (Please transfer here!)  

  Get off the train at Mochigase station, go over the footbridge, there is a Mochigase Ekimae 

(Station) Bus Stop. Transfer the bus bound for Tochiwara(栃原) or Yodo(余戸). Please refer to the 

<Bus Schedule> below for the bus connection. The fare is 200 yen from Mochigase Ekimae (Station)

Tottori Station or Mochigase Station ⇒ Saji by Taxi 

It takes 40 mins from Tottori station to Saji by Taxi and cost about 10,000 yen. 

And it takes 15 mins from Mochigase station to Saji by Taxi and cost about 3,800 yen. 

The nearest taxi office from Mochigase station 0858-85-0553 (Inaba Taxi)   

 

If you’d like to stop by other tourist spots (e.g. Tottori Sand Dunes, shore sides and other tourist spots) 

before getting to Saji. 

How about using tourist taxi for foreign tourists, 3 hours 2000 yen TAXI (per person) service is for

1. Go to www.ikisaki.jp/ or scan the QR code. 

2. Select language to English. 

3. Select or enter "Departure place" ⇒ "Tottori Station". 

4. Enter "Destination" ⇒ "Kamo" ⇒ "Search". 

5. Select "Destination" ⇒ "Kamo (Bus Stop)" ⇒ "Set". 

6. Select "Time appointing" and "Date." 

7. You can select "Public transport" either "With train" or "Bus only". 

8. "RoutSearch" 

Busnet is a route search service covering almost all the railway 

and bus services in Tottori and Shimane Prefectures.

(1 taxi for up to 3 hours. The taxi capacity is 4 persons.)
